INTRODUCTION

Effective implementation of the company's import activities increases the level
of sales and revenue in international markets, accelerates the modernization of
technologies and business processes, and allows you to gain an advantage over
competitors in the foreign and domestic markets. Doing business in the international
market requires the company to take into account both global problems and evaluate
its own business.

The solution of these urgent problems should contribute to the introduction of
symptomatic diagnostics, which is the basis for the development of measures to
prevent the negative symptoms of imported activities. At the same time, its
Implementation requires a conceptual approach that would solve the problems faced
by the company in the process of its import activities, and create conditions for
increasing its competitiveness in international markets.

Today, clothing is not only a strategic commodity for the bulk of the population,
but also a means of satisfying aesthetic needs, social identification and differentiation.
The intensification of globalization processes, the significant development of the
world economy and the rapid growth of the world's population have led to an increase
in the production of clothing, a rapid increase and redistribution of its volumes in world
trade. Today, the global clothing market has changed dramatically. This is due to the
rapid growth in the production of various types of clothing, the influence of fashion,
changing consumer tastes and preferences. In the context of globalization, the supply
and demand for clothing is one of the fastest growing sectors of the economy.

The object of the research is the process of developing a strategy for managing
the import activity of enterprise.

The subject of the research is the organization of clothing imports from China
on the example of Epicenter-K LLC.
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The aim of the work is to improve the theoretical and methodological provisions

and practical recommendations for the development of a strategy for managing the
import activities of enterprise.

In accordance with the chosen goal, the following tasks must be performed:

- to assess the production and economic activity, financial condition and total
income of Epicenter-K LLC;

- to analyze the import activities of Epicenter-K LLC,;

- to define the main trends in the development of the world clothing market;

- to conduct a study of the market of imported clothes in chain supermarkets of
Ukraine;

- to consider the organizational support for the import of clothes from China;

- to give a forecast assessment of the import transaction for the purchase of
clothing from China.

Research methods. The research methods chosen for the research in the work
cover general scientific approaches and techniques. Among them, it is worth
highlighting: synthesis and analysis when covering the theoretical aspects of the
chosen topic; deduction and induction to summarize and present theoretical and
practical material; statistical methods, which, on the basis of generalizing indicators,
made it possible to present in tables and graphs.

The information base of the study was the internal documentation of Epicenter-
K LLC, legislative and regulatory acts on the regulation of foreign economic activity
and in particular import operations, the works of domestic and foreign scientists,
scientific publications in periodicals, statistical materials, reference literature, etc.

The scientific novelty of the obtained results lies in the developed conceptual
model of symptomatic diagnostics of the import-export activity of enterprise, which is
based on the components of the potential for its implementation, aimed at improving:
subjective interaction of participants based on its inherent properties and some
principles of implementation of the diagnostic process; functional purpose of import
activity based on the results of identifying its negative features.
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The practical significance of the results of the work lies in the possibility of

using the proposed methodology for the implementation of symptomatic diagnostics
of the import activity of enterprise and emphasizes the features of the methods of
economic research used in the implementation, methods of strategy analysis, as well
as the target method, the integrated application of which minimizes the negative

manifestation of symptoms of export-import.
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CHAPTER 1. STUDY OF THE ACTIVITIES OF THE LLC “EPICENTR K”

1.1. Assessment of production and economic activity, financial condition and
total income of LLC “EPICENTR K”

Epicenter-K LLC is a chain of shopping centers in Ukraine, founded in 2003. It
belongs to a former member of the Party of Regions faction, MP Oleksandr Hereza
and his wife Halyna, and includes the Epicenter chain of shopping centers, founded in
2003. Since 2013, the group has owned the DIY hypermarket chain Nova Linia. In
2019, the online store Epicentrk.ua was created.

Over the past 17 years, the Epicenter K group of companies has grown into a
powerful business empire, including the Epicenter shopping mall chain, the Nova
Liniya shopping mall chain, an online store with its own pickup centers, logistics
centers, several production plants, and an agricultural company. and franchised sports
networks.

In 2021, despite the pandemic and economic instability, the company actively
modernized existing retail space, opened new formats and stores, and launched new
retail space.

In the retail market, Epicenter-K LLC has created its own format of shopping
centers, which has no analogues in the world. Each of the 64 Epicentr shopping centers
consists of shop-in-shop concept stores created from business hubs.

These are separate shopping islands with their own visual design and design, a
wide range of goods, special zoning of areas, special equipment and a separate system
for working with suppliers. The company began to develop some areas in 2009 with
the opening of the first conceptual stores — "Galeria DECQO".

Later, the company included divisions such as the Furniture Center, Intersport,
Technology Center CETe, Stationery, Epic, Military, Buket. In 2018, Epicentr K
decided on a new stage of development — updating the concept of business units and

creating shop-in-shop stores on their basis.
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Today these are "Galleries DECO", "E.PEAK", "Technology Center",

"Intersport"”, "Furniture Center", "Garden Center”, "Ceramics Center", "Avtomol",
"Light Studio”, "Interior Studio”, "Mon Chery", "Military", "Center Buket Flora",
"Write-Draw", "FOOD Market", "Pharmacy 100+", "Means of Protection",
"All4Rest",

In addition, Epicenter-K is developing three networks of sports franchises
(multi-brand network Intersport, mono-brand network of the Polish brand "4F" and
multi-brand network "TAF") and 11 shopping centers "New Line". Last year, for the
first time, in addition to developing its own chain of the same name in the "shop-in-
shop" format, Epicenter K moved several of its retail spaces outside the Epicenter
shopping mall and began to open separate stores in other shopping centers and
entertainment centers.

The pioneers were the stores "Gallery Deco", "E.PIC" and "Intersport". Today,
the Epicentr K group of companies is united into a unique ecosystem that includes not
only retail, but also other areas (Appendix A).

Epicenter-K hypermarkets represent goods of domestic and foreign production.
Epicenter-K hypermarkets are designed for all categories of customers and can satisfy
any customer needs.

The choice of assortment in the store is based on the following principles:

1) Make sure that each store has enough goods in full, frequent demand and full
variety, and that customer demand is irreplaceable and difficult to replace.

2) According to the classification of the store, it is ensured that there is a
sufficient number of goods in each group and subgroup.

3) For each type of product, a certain number of varieties are set according to
the product profile and business scale.

4) The most important principle of the formation of the volume of goods is to
ensure the correspondence of the nature of social needs. It should ensure full
satisfaction of the needs of customers in selected market segments. The range of goods
for the buyer should be of sufficient breadth and depth.
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Therefore, the scope of activity of Epicenter-K LLC almost completely

corresponds to the structure of demand. As an element of the economy, inventories
play an important role and are inextricably linked with many aspects of the economic
activity of trading enterprises.

The lack of basic necessities negatively affects the implementation of the sales
plan — one of the main indicators of every business. The size of the inventory is an
important guideline in the operation of the business.

If stocks are decreasing and falling below the norm, this is a signal that
employees of trading enterprises are increasing the import of related goods. An
Increase in inventory above normal levels indicates the need to carefully examine the
reasons for this situation and take action for further orders of goods.

Epicenter-K LLC buys goods in large quantities, respectively and at low prices,
and can control its cost. Retail chains of Epicenter-K LLC focus on everyday goods
that customers buy most often. In general, these are products that can be sold quickly,
which also allows you to generate good income.

Advantages of hypermarkets of Epicenter-K LLC:

- buys in large wholesale, so it has discounts from suppliers;

- sells goods of its own production, which are cheaper;

- saves on the number of sellers in the halls:

- saves on equipment (goods are just in boxes on the shelves). The company also
has strict European requirements for the quality of products.

In market conditions, it is especially important to assess the financial condition
of the enterprise. Analysis of the financial condition makes it possible to draw a
conclusion about the company's resources, the effectiveness of their use.

Let's analyze the financial and economic condition of Epicenter-K LLC to assess
the effectiveness of its activities in the market in Ukraine.

In the period under review, there was an increase in the balance sheet due to an

increase in both current assets by 7.35% and an increase in non-current assets by 38.09%.

The value of the company in 2021 decreased by UAH 76.668 million. decreased
by 4.3% compared to 2020 and increased by UAH 63.366 million in 2022. (3.41%), such
dynamics of costs is due to a decrease in the cost of sales by UAH 129.8841 million.
(10.73%), increased by UAH 108.826 million in 2021 and increased by 8.12% in 2022
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compared to 2021, as the cost of sales is the company's largest expense item [Error!

The cost of current funds is below the regulatory limit, which may indicate the
likelihood of loss of creditworthiness in the future. This indicates that the company has
sufficient financial resources to finance non-current assets and part of working capital.

The excess of the return on equity over the profitability of the alternative instrument
indicates that the level of well-being of the firm's owners is growing, and at a faster pace
than is typical of the average financial market.

At the moment, there are the following opportunities for growth for Epicenter-

K LLC:

- increase in production volumes due to import substitution policy;

- Increase in sales markets due to a favorable geographical position and state

support for trade development.

In the course of the analysis, the following problems that arose at the enterprise

were identified:

- high fixed costs (fuel, energy, fertilizers, etc.);

- the high cost of introducing innovations in the industry, which complicates and

sometimes completely deprives the possibility of introducing innovations into the

production process.
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Compared to 2021, the increase in working capital in 2022 was lower. Trade

accounts receivable decreased by 26.33%.

The service plan of the hypermarket of Epicenter-K LLC is "Satisfactory",
which is a well-thought-out and rational strategy for effective work.

Having conducted a financial analysis of the activities of Epicenter-K LLC in
2021-2022, it can be concluded that the researched enterprise is developing efficiently.
The company is attractive for investment. One of the most important factors in the
success of the Epicenter-K retail chain is its employees.

Thanks to their growing experience and competence, the company occupies a
leading position in the Ukrainian market. Experienced employees ensure the
successful completion of all work processes, from strategic planning to the delivery of
goods to the shelf. Employees have always been the main asset of the company, and

their successful career is the reason for the current prosperity of Epicenter-K.
1.2 Analysis of import activities of Epicenter-K LLC

During the attack on Ukraine, three shopping centers in Chernihiv, Bucha and
Mariupol were completely destroyed. Two more shopping centers were partially
damaged. Three more shopping centers remain in the temporarily occupied territories.
In areas where active hostilities continue, five of the company's retail facilities are not
yet operational.

The product range of clothing of Epicenter-K LLC includes: women's and men's
clothing, youth and teenage clothing, clothing for children, shoes and accessories
(Table 1.4).

In general, the assortment of the store includes more than 400 types of clothing,
as well as accessories, as a related product, which does not exceed 15% of the total
range of goods.

The basic rule of selling products to the store is: "a variety of assortment

improves the trading process."” This increases the possibility of purchasing the product
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by direct consumers, and also increases the chances of customers visiting the store

again.

In order to study the effectiveness of assortment policy management of Epicenter-
K LLC, the following methods are used: ABC analysis; XYZ - analysis; BCG matrix;
Dibb-Simkin analysis.

1) ABC method of analysis. There are Pareto classification groups, where 20% of
the qualitative criterion determines 80% of the quantity of the selected set of objects
(group A); group B — up to 15% of the profit and part — group C (Appendix E).

To determine whether the product range belongs to the classification group, it is
necessary to calculate the share of each turnover group by the cumulative result. Based

on these calculations, we divide the goods into groups A, B and C.

The data in Table 1.6 show that the goods from block A are women's and men's
clothing, clothing for youth (girls and boys), clothing for children (girls and boys). The
second group B includes three product subgroups: clothes for babies (girls and boys)
and shoes. Group C includes one product group — accessories.

According to the presented table, it is possible to imagine a set of product groups
and classify them into blocks A, B and C.

The results of the study of the store's products using the ABC analysis method
show that group A - 72.1%, group B - 22.8%, group C - 5.2% have the largest share
in sales and income.

2) Method XYZ — analysis. This methodology makes it possible to structure the
consumption of goods according to the factor of consumption stability and the
possibility of its forecasting (Appendix E).

Thus, the results of the study of the store's products using the XYZ-analysis
method reveal the nature of the consumption of goods: the products of group X (men's
clothing, clothing for youth (girls) have a stable character, inconsistency is random.

Goods of group Y (women's clothing, clothing for youth (boys), for children
(girls and boys), for toddlers (girls and boys), shoes are characterized by certain
consumption trends, for example, seasonality or instability. The demand for group Z

products (accessories) is stochastic.
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The generalized results of research using the methods of ABC and XYZ analysis

provide sufficient information for making decisions on strategic changes in the
positions of the product range of this store.
Table 1.8 presents the results of combining the obtained data of ABC and XYZ

analysis of the consumption of goods of Epicenter-K LLC by individual product

groups.

Goods of group AX (men's clothing, clothing for youth (girls) are characterized by
high turnover and stability. For a store, it is recommended to have a certain amount of
goods without creating an excess of stock. The turnover of goods of group AX is well
predicted.

Products of the AY and BY groups (women's clothing, clothing for youth (boys),
for children (girls and boys), for toddlers (girls and boys), shoes) with sufficient turnover
are characterized by insufficient stability of sales. To ensure their continued availability,
it is necessary to increase their safety stock.

The CZ product group (accessories) consists of new products; goods that are in
spontaneous demand; supplied to order, etc. One part of the products of this group should
be removed from the assortment, the other part should be constantly monitored to exclude

cases of hard-to-sell inventory, as a result, the store may incur losses.
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At Epicenter-K LLC, import activities are carried out according to the mechanism

shown in Fig. 1.7.

When carrying out import activities at Epicenter-K LLC, the administrative
management of the project consists of the following participants:

- commercial department — makes the final decision on pricing policy;

- Department of Foreign Economic Activity — carries out planning, organization
and coordination of supplies;

- accounting department — responsible for document flow during the project;

- International Logistics Department — engaged in the search, delivery of transport
and delivery of goods to the point of unloading;

- Import Customs Support Department — deals with customs clearance of goods;

- warehouse department — performs unloading of cars, acceptance of goodsError!

To make management decisions on import management at the enterprise, it is
necessary to analyze the effectiveness of imports. The main indicators of efficiency of
import operations on the basis of the data provided by the enterprise LLC "Epicenter-K"
are given in Table.

We can anticipate an annual increase in the contract value, which indicates an
increase in the volume of imported products. Due to the increase in the customs value,
which includes the cost of purchased products and the cost of logistics to the border, the
need for proper logistics has been identified.

As for the total cost of imported products, we observe an increase in dynamics.
Revenue from the sale of imported products is also increasing due to an increase in
volumes.

In general, Epicenter-K LLC today pursues an effective import policy. The
company's imports increase by 15.9% every year on average for the entire period.

At the same time, the import efficiency ratio has a decreasing character within 0.09
each year, which indicates that with an increase in the part of imports, sales revenue, i.e.
prices, decrease, which indicates an oversaturation of the market with imported goods.

Also, we see a significant trend towards an increase in the cost of transporting
products throughout Ukraine. Costs associated with the sale of imported products in the
domestic market are also increasing due to increased volumes. Imported products need to

be stored somewhere, so the company incurs additional storage costs.
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CHAPTER 2. JUSTIFICATION OF THE CHOICE OF THE CONTRACTING
COUNTRY FOR THE ORGANIZATION OF IMPORT OF APPAREL

2.1 ldentification of the main trends in the development of the world market of

apparel

The global fashion and apparel industry has undergone major changes over the past
2021. This year, according to analysts, the clothing industry is expected to undergo further
changes related to the pandemic and its impact on the consumer.

Currently, there are several main trends in this area (Figure 2.1).

- according to forecasts, by 2028 the global fast fashion industry will grow to
S44 billion.

- it is expected that by 2024, the volume of online shopping in the
fashion industry will reach 27%.

- The USA is the leader in the global clothing market, with a market
value of $349.6 billion.

> - in second place is China - $326.74 billion.

>— 50% of B2B buyers look for clothes online.

Online has already become the norm during the pandemic. This has helped some
retailers survive in the face of severe restrictions. Even after a gradual return to the new
reality, businesses don't have many advantages to return to selling in physical stores, so

it's likely that e-commerce will continue to grow.
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In many cultures, borders are blurred, people begin to wear clothes in which they

feel comfortable, ignoring gender rules and stereotypes. Several retailers offer unisex
basic clothing collections, including Blindness, One DNA, and Muttonhead.

Of course, most of the fashion industry is divided into men's, women's, boys' and
girls' clothing, but having a unisex line in a retail store allows shoppers to avoid these
labels if they feel more comfortable.

After switching to remote work or distance learning, people spend more time at
home. Due to this, there was a significant increase in sales of sportswear and homewear.
In March 2020, pajama sales increased by 143%, while bra sales decreased by 13%.

At the end of 2020, many clothing retailers came to the conclusion that comfort
was the main factor in consumer choice. The popularization of remote work makes this
trend long-lasting.

While last year saw an increase in sales of loungewear, comfort clothing, and
household items, this year consumers are likely to start updating their wardrobe before
returning to reality in a new environment.

2024-2025 is predicted to be the year that fashion surpasses casual wear, as
consumers need to update their wardrobes and have "new experiences." In 2025, there
may be high demand for categories that declined during the pandemic, including clothing,
cosmetics, and footwear. At the same time, areas that grew as household goods in 2024
may lose momentum.

Over the past few years, public attention has been increasingly focused on social
issues related to the fashion industry, especially when it comes to fast fashion and mass
market. Some consumers choose brands that make high-quality, long-lasting products or

use recycled materials to create collections.
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As consumers continue to change their lifestyles towards sustainability, these
trends may persist for years to come. [Error! Reference source not found.].

In recent years, the "ReCommerce" trend has become more popular. Part of this
trend is due to the shift to eco-friendly shopping and waste reduction, but also implies
"recycling.

Consumers most often buy clothes in second-hand, truck, and thrift stores, both
online and offline. Marketplaces such as LetGo, eBay, DePop, OfferUp, and even
Facebook have certainly contributed to this trend. Another benefit of ReCommerce for
consumers is the low price per product.

Consumers' attitudes towards fast fashion have changed due to its moral
implications in terms of sustainable consumption and human rights. An alternative is
"slow fashion". This is partly due to "out-of-season" fashion, where retailers are moving

away from regular seasonal collections, as this approach leads to fast fashion.
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The main purpose of creating the emergence of out-of-season fashion in the modern

world and countering the following of seasonal trends is to encourage consumers and
other designers to rationally consume and use things for more than one season.

This enables brands to create higher-quality products at higher prices that could
last for several seasons. Many fashion brands have yet to adopt this practice. However,
while industry leaders such as Gucci have taken the lead, major players in fast fashion
such as Zara or H&M may follow suit.

Despite the rise of e-commerce, some shoppers are wary of buying clothes online
without trying them on. Over the past year, technologies have emerged to solve this
problem. Yes, clothing stores significantly improve the online shopping experience with
the help of virtual reality and augmented technology. Both of these technologies give
shoppers the opportunity to use a virtual fitting room to see how the product will look in
real life.

By the end of 2022, the plus-size women's clothing market will be valued at $46.6
billion, double its valuation just three years earlier. This means that plus-size women will
have more clothing options than ever before.

In addition, there is a strong emphasis on racial diversity. Brands like SKIMS create
"unusual" and "neutral" pieces that suit consumers of all skin tones. Other brands create

inclusive clothing lines that cater to consumers with a variety of medical conditions.

Many retailers allow customers to pay after purchase. For example, a customer
might place an order for $400 and pay only $100, then pay the balance in equal
installments over the next three months.

This approach, called "buy now, pay later" (BNPL), allows consumers to spend
money they don't have. For the first time, such an opportunity appeared for brands in the

budget segment, now it is gradually penetrating the design and luxury segment.
2.2. Market research of imported clothes in chain supermarkets of Ukraine

The clothing market in Ukraine is partly formed by the products of domestic
manufacturers, but mainly by imports. Domestic manufacturers are represented by
different groups of clothing: professional, designer, business, outerwear, wedding and
festive, home, casual, etc. Fashion is changing, creating a rather ambiguous global
business that combines functionality, aesthetics and modern technology.

Textile and clothing companies in Ukraine need basic export development skills,
as well as the state at the level of macroeconomic policy. There are no national
instruments to help Ukrainian companies manage their exports [Error! Reference source
not found.].

Institutional bodies are also more reactive (e.g., fighting cheap and mostly illegal
clothing imports from China and other countries) than proactive (e.g., training companies

to develop entrepreneurial skills or looking for possible business clients abroad).

Ukraine imports textile products from all over the world: Turkey - about $189.808
thous. with an import share of 47.3%, China - about $106.863 thous. with an import share
of 26.6%, Bangladesh - about $39.752 thous. with an import share of 9.9%, Uzbekistan -
about $9.416 thous. with an import share of 2.3%, (Fig. 2.4). In addition, the volume of
imports increased overall, although there were some fluctuations depending on the year.

Well-known brands of large foreign companies are represented on the Ukrainian
market, whose products are sold in retail boutiques. In particular, the products of the
group of foreign brands "LPP" ("Reserv", "Cropp", "Mohito", "Sinsay"), as well as the
Turkish brand "LC Waikiki" are popular.

At the same time, Ukrainian market is still replenished with cheap and mostly low-
quality goods of Turkish and Chinese production, which are imported illegally and sold

mainly in clothing markets, and sometimes in stores.
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The study allowed to identify the following factors and trends in the development

of the clothing market in Ukraine. In general, the clothing market in Ukraine is

characterized by high growth rates, which makes it attractive for aspiring entrepreneurs.

Since the barriers to entry for the apparel market in the industry are small, its growth rate

is quite high. For example, the following companies compete in the casual segment:
H&M; "Inditex Group™ — "Pull & Bear", "Massimo Dutti", "Bershka", "Zara",

"Stradivarius", "Oysho" and others. In addition, support for Ukrainian clothing

manufacturers, who are increasingly appearing on the market, is gaining popularity today.
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To increase competitiveness and maintain or gain a leading position in the clothing
market, domestic manufacturers should pay attention to the following issues.

1) In the era of fast-paced life, consumers are increasingly choosing the "casual
style — the most comfortable clothes for an active lifestyle. The spread of remote work
during the quarantine period has also contributed to the popularity of this style, so it is
already known that it will significantly affect fashion trends in the coming years both in
Ukraine and around the world. In this regard, domestic manufacturers should focus on
this trend in order not to lose their positions among competitors.

2) Since the audience of online platforms has increased dramatically in recent

years, this has led to an active increase in online sales.
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Therefore, for the development of the online clothing market, it is important for stores to:

- actively maintain accounts on various social networks and Internet platforms, in
particular, such as "Instagram" and "Facebook";

- open separate sites with products;

- develop mobile applications that will make it easier for customers to place an
order and view the assortment in the store;

- develop chatbots in messengers that will help you find out about the availability
of things and sizes;

- provide for the possibility of home delivery in order to try on the item and process
it if it does not fit.

3) In addition, we should not forget about the trends of social responsibility of
producers, i.e. the introduction of ideas of respect for the environment into production.

Sustainability in things can be achieved through the use of recycled materials that

are easier to recycle. Many overseas stores support this theme by opening vending
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machines that accept already used items and give customers a discount on buying a new

one.

However, there is no such thing in the domestic clothing market yet. The launch of
these machines in Ukraine will raise public awareness and will be a successful marketing
move that will increase the store's sales.

4) In recent years, the proportion of overweight people has increased sharply, so
the demand for plus size clothing has also increased.

However, there is no increase in the availability of the assortment of goods in
stores. Therefore, manufacturers entering the apparel market need to expand their plus
size offerings to meet the needs of all consumers.

Although Ukrainian clothing market has great potential, its development is
hindered by existing disadvantages, namely:

- different competitive conditions in the domestic market;

- instability of tax legislation;

- imperfect mechanism for monitoring product safety;

- low labor productivity;

- lack of staff with the necessary training; Limited selection of raw materials
[Error! Reference source not found.].

To improve the situation on the clothing market, it is necessary to:

- create prerequisites for the growth of effective demand of the population;

- create incentives for the introduction of new technologies in garment enterprises;

- reduce the tax burden on manufacturers and trading companies.

In addition, the state needs to regulate the prices of goods for children and the
elderly, as well as sell goods out of season with a higher percentage discount.

The study of Ukraine's foreign trade by groups of clothing goods shows a decrease
in clothing exports for the study period, including knitwear - 33.2% in 2020 compared to
2011 and textiles - 29.7%, respectively.

It should be noted that exports are dominated by textile clothing. Imports in 2020
increased compared to 2011: grid — 31%; textiles — by 37.2%. The following goods are
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mainly imported into Ukraine: dresses, scarves, jackets, faux fur coats, women's jackets,

children’s clothing, men's and women's sportswear, overalls, linen, silk, cotton clothing.

Thus, we can conclude that today there are both domestic and imported suppliers
and sellers in the clothing market in Ukraine. The low purchasing power of the population
of Ukraine, especially after the start of the military invasion, has led to the popularization
of clothing in a lower price segment. And the transition of a large number of businesses
to online has led to the fact that exquisite and office clothes have been replaced by more
comfortable and practical models.

In addition, the impossibility of air transportation of goods, and restrictions on
shipping due to the war in Ukraine contribute to the active development of the domestic

textile market.
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CHAPTER 3. IMPLEMENTATION OF THE MANEGERIAL DECISION
REGARDING THE IMPORT OF APPAREL FROM CHINA BY LLC
“EPICENTR K”

3.1. Organizational support for the import of apparel from China by LLC
“EPICENTR K”

Increasing the efficiency of foreign trade operations is directly manifested in the
development of effective planning and organization of foreign trade. Thus, the planning
of foreign economic activity is the definition of its goals within the framework of general
management and the development of the best options for achieving them within the
enterprise.

The main purpose of planning for the enterprise LLC "Epicenter-K" is to increase
the maximum mass and profit rate [Error! Reference source not found.].

The achievement of this goal is ensured by solving more specific tasks:

1) Expansion of sales due to new markets abroad, expansion of the circle of buyers
of goods;

2) Minimization of costs associated with the purchase, transportation, storage, sale
of goods;

3) Reducing the cost of goods by choosing the right sales strategy.

The achievement of a high foreign economic potential of Epicenter-K LLC is
influenced by environmental factors, such as:

1) Economic crisis — a drop in production, a drop in GDP, an increase in
technological lag, distortions in the structure of the economy, an increase in
unemployment, a decrease in the standard of living per capita and purchasing power.

2) Lack of a developed competitive environment and tangible results in terms of
demonopolization of production.

3) Weak development of market infrastructure.

4) Unattractive investment climate and tax legislation, which makes it difficult to
attract foreign investment and causes an "outflow" of capital from the country.

5) Crises of non-payment, chronic shortage of working capital at enterprises.
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6) Contradictory policy of state regulation of foreign economic activity — constant

clashes over greater openness of the economy with attempts to use protectionist measures,
which leads to instability of tariffs and then to unstable structure and profitability of
foreign currency transactions.

7) Lack of real state support for national exporters.

The main reasons for the risks that Epicenter-K LLC may face during import
operations:

- incorrect execution of shipping documents by the counterparty;

- a decrease in the supplier's production rate, which leads to a shortage of the
required amount of goods on the date of loading;

- non-fulfillment of obligations by the supplier for the Poltava order;

- changes in the exchange rate;

- instability of legislation on customs clearance of goods;

- significant time spent on clearance of goods at checkpoints across customs
borders, etc.

In its activities, the company most often faces information risks; risks to the
reliability of the partner; risks associated with the contract price and commercial risks.

When developing plans for foreign trade activities, Epicenter-K LLC must comply
with the following requirements:

— clearly define the main products for export and import;

— analyze the main conditions of foreign trade cooperation with partner countries
(foreign systems of trade management within the country and in foreign countries -
legislation, taxation, customs procedures, tariffs and duties, number and position of
competitors);

— the chosen method of foreign economic activity: direct or indirect;

— assess their potential for export-import operations (financial potential, working
capital, information resources, human capital);

— delegate authority to maximize the effectiveness of the assigned tasks;

— forecasting the expected result (profit, profitability, timing of the effect from

exports and efficiency from imports).
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The plan for foreign trade activity can be differentiated by the time horizon. In

accordance with international practice, operational plans (1 year) are determined to solve
specific tasks for the implementation of export-import operations. They contain specific
information about the timing, volume, assortment, priority deliveries.

Medium-term plans (2-3 years) solve broader problems related to the restructuring
of existing production processes, the range of recovery, expansion or restriction of
exports, respectively, imports, changes in regional emphasis in foreign trade.

A special role is played by strategic plans, the starting point of which is the analysis
of the realization of the potential of foreign trade enterprises, as well as the analysis of
the strengths and weaknesses of the enterprise in the conditions of foreign trade. Strategic
plans of foreign trade enterprises should be organically integrated into the overall
development strategy as a whole.

The enterprise of Epicenter-K LLC, which plans its foreign trade activities, should
be guided by the parameters that determine the effectiveness of planning:

— foreign exchange inflows, broken down by time (product or group of products
by region);

— export earnings;

— profitability of export-import operations;

— spectrum of exports and imports;

— share and value of product exports;

— Import costs.

During the implementation of import activities, Epicenter-K LLC receives a large
number of benefits [Error! Reference source not found.]:

- Expansion of the existing assortment, which will allow the company to offer more
products for sale;

— the possibility of obtaining higher quality raw materials, components, and
technologies at a lower price;

- minimization of operational risk, as the company can expand the group of

suppliers, thanks to which it is less dependent on the pressure of one supplier;
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— ensuring a favorable image of the enterprise in the domestic market through the

import of better foreign goods;

— search for new foreign partners and establishment of strong relations with them;

— reducing the cost of production due to the import of finished products instead of
their production at their own enterprises;

— development of new technologies through the import of high-tech goods, etc.

However, there may be some difficulties with the implementation of import
operations:

- selection of a foreign supplier with a good reputation;

- delays in the production and delivery of products;

- problems in drawing up a foreign trade contract;

- exchange rate fluctuations;

- lack of goods and impossibility of returning defective goods; high tariffs;

- delays at the customs border; cultural and national characteristics of partners, etc.

The development of the import activity of the enterprise depends on a large number
of different interdependent factors that have a positive and negative impact on the
formation of the import potential of the enterprise. Analysis of these factors allows to
establish strengths and weaknesses in the management of foreign economic activity of
enterprise, as well as to develop a method of planning and forecasting its efficiency in
increasing the competitiveness of enterprise.

Before the war, a large share of the market was occupied by the Chinese direction
for the import of various goods. Dependence on imports from the domestic market
remains significant today.

At the same time, the quality of Ukrainian clothes is much higher than imported
ones, which are sold to us in stores and markets. The price for it, of course, is higher, but
companies focused on the production of high-quality clothing remain the winners — they
have their own market and buyers even abroad. If we compare the cost of a unit of

Ukrainian products with the average in China, then in 5 out of 12 cases they are lower.
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The lion's share of the market is occupied by imports and second-hand — Ukrainians

choose cheaper options, official domestic production — a little more than 10%.

The military events on the territory of Ukraine have greatly affected the country's
economy, especially the delivery of parcels and commercial cargo from China. Logistics
companies must get used to the new realities of business and adapt to the current
circumstances.

At the beginning of the military invasion of Ukraine, a large number of logistics
companies were forced to operate. Therefore, there was a huge gap between orders and
deliveries. Some companies have not yet resumed operations.

There are 2 types of suppliers in China:

- manufacturing companies are plants and factories operating in bulk

- intermediaries who resell manufacturers' goods to foreign buyers. They can
purchase a small number of goods from different manufacturers, thereby diversifying the
assortment.

Chinese factories and plants are looking for large orders and long-term cooperation
with foreigners. For them, regular customers who order in bulk are important. In this case,
the entrepreneur must meet the manufacturer's requirements. Namely: order the agreed
volumes with the specified frequency.

Representatives of large and medium-sized industries often talk about their
products at exhibitions, forums and conferences. They can be trusted, because the
participants are often rigorously selected.

The Chinese market is highly competitive, so conscientious manufacturers value
their image very much: they are happy to discuss the terms of return, send the goods for
testing, unload them within a few days and promptly answer any questions.

Container transportation ranks first among logistics services. It is reliable, secure,
and cost-effective. The cargo is placed in special containers, which are reliably protected,
and has been on the ship. One voyage carries a significant number of containers. For
example, transport vessels can accommodate from 1 to 21 thousand tons. Containers

The advantage is that the customer pays for the space in the container occupied by
his goods [Error! Reference source not found.].

The Chinese market is transparent and open to foreign partners who are not afraid
to discover new goals and devote time to high-quality research. And this is the main secret

of successful cooperation.

3.2. Forecast estimate of the import transaction for the purchase of clothing from
China

Predicting the assortment of Epicenter-K LLC, it is worth noting that, first of all,
there should always be goods on sale that are most in demand among buyers: women's
and men's clothing, clothes for children (girls and boys). Due to their demand, increase
in variety and zones, you can make a significant profit from the sale.

It is important to effectively organize the retail space so that every centimeter of it
works for the sale of goods. To ensure maximum rationality in the use of retail space, it
Is also necessary to determine the sequence of departments,

Such a category as "Clothing for youth™ is a promising direction, which, with the
right leadership, can be transferred to the category of leaders. This can be achieved by
running promotions and expanding product variations.

Clothes for babies are less in demand, because this age is characterized by rapid
growth and this type of product will not be able to take a leading position. Variations in
this category should be reduced and more promising ones should be preferred.

The category "accessory™" has a concomitant nature. Products in this group are
"tactical goods" or "support goods" because they complement the main assortment of the
store. They are only needed so that buyers do not go through them to competitors.

Therefore, they cannot be removed from the assortment. You need to add new products
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there. An example would be jewelry that will attract customers and help increase the

volume of positions.

Next, it is necessary to assess the investment attractiveness of these measures based
on the value of net discounted income. Based on it, the investor can understand how
justified his initial investment is, taking into account the planned level of profitability of
the project, without waiting for its completion.

The advantage of Incoterms 2020 is that the importer and exporter can settle all

delivery issues according to already justified rules, which make it possible not to change

the foreign economic contract, but allow you to significantly reduce and change it. They

only record the distribution of liabilities and financial costs between the parties to the

purchase and sale transaction, such as the payment of taxes and fees, insurance, as well

as the transfer of risks in the event of consumption and possible damage to the goods.

Very frequent changes in the product range are also undesirable. Any new

assortment must first "show" itself. Otherwise, it will be difficult to draw conclusions

about the structure and trends of demand from buyers.

Thus, an effectively thought-out and planned assortment policy of Epicenter-K

LLC will contribute to a more stable development of the enterprise, maintaining the first

position of the clothing store in the market, and also form a positive image of a particular

enterprise.

And the lack of a specific developed and rational assortment policy will lead to

instability of the assortment structure due to the action of random factors; to the loss of

control over the competitiveness and commercial efficiency of the store.
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CONCLUSIONS

The main goal of the assortment policy of Epicenter-K LLC is the formation
and optimal expansion of the assortment, timely response and ensuring effective
decision-making to maintain the competitiveness of goods at the appropriate level.
To increase competitiveness and maintain or gain a leading position in the clothing
market, domestic manufacturers should pay attention to the following issues.

In the era of fast-paced life, consumers are increasingly choosing casual style
— the most comfortable clothing for an active lifestyle. The spread of remote work
during the quarantine period has also contributed to the popularity of this style, so it
is already known that it will significantly affect fashion trends in the coming years
both in Ukraine and around the world. In this regard, domestic manufacturers should
focus on this trend in order not to lose their positions among competitors.

It should be borne in mind that in recent years, the audience of Internet sites
has increased sharply, which has led to an active growth in online sales. In addition,
we should not forget about the trends of social responsibility of producers, that is,
the introduction of ideas of respect for the environment into production. Many
overseas stores support this theme by opening vending machines that accept already
used items and give customers a discount on buying a new one.

However, there is no such thing in the domestic clothing market yet. The
launch of these machines in Ukraine will raise public awareness and will be a
successful marketing move that will increase the store's sales.

In recent years, the proportion of overweight people has increased sharply, so
the demand for plus size clothing has also increased. However, there is no increase
in the availability of the assortment of goods in stores. Therefore, manufacturers
entering the apparel market need to expand their plus size offerings to meet the needs
of all consumers.

Increasing the efficiency of foreign trade operations is directly manifested in
the development of effective planning and organization of foreign trade. Thus, the

planning of foreign economic activity is the definition of its goals within the
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framework of general management and the development of the best options for

achieving them within the enterprise.

The main purpose of planning for the enterprise LLC "Epicenter-K" is to
increase the maximum mass and profit margin. The achievement of this goal is
ensured by solving more specific tasks:

1) Expansion of sales due to new markets abroad, expansion of the circle of
buyers of goods;

2) Minimization of costs associated with the purchase, transportation, storage,
sale of goods;

3) Reducing the cost of goods by choosing the right sales strategy.

The achievement of a high foreign economic potential of Epicenter-K LLC is
influenced by environmental factors, such as:

1) Economic crisis — a drop in production, a drop in GDP, an increase in
technological lag, distortions in the structure of the economy, an increase in
unemployment, a decrease in the standard of living per capita and purchasing power.

2) Lack of a developed competitive environment and tangible results in terms
of demonopolization of production.

3) Weak development of market infrastructure.

4) Unattractive investment climate and tax legislation, which makes it difficult
to attract foreign investment and causes an "outflow" of capital from the country.

5) Crises of non-payment, chronic shortage of working capital at enterprises.

6) Contradictory policy of state regulation of foreign economic activity —
constant clashes over greater openness of the economy with attempts to use
protectionist measures, which leads to instability of tariffs and then to unstable
structure and profitability of foreign currency transactions.

7) Lack of real state support for national exporters.

The main reasons for the risks that Epicenter-K LLC may face during import
operations:

- incorrect execution of shipping documents by the counterparty;
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- a decrease in the supplier's production rate, which leads to a shortage of the

required amount of goods on the date of loading;

- non-fulfillment of obligations by the supplier for the Poltava order;

- changes in the exchange rate;

- significant time spent on clearance of goods at checkpoints across customs
borders, etc.

Measures have also been developed to increase the efficiency of managing the
assortment policy of the store:

- to transfer the category "Clothing for youth™ to the category of leaders, due
to promotions, expansion of variations;

- Clothes for babies are less in demand. Variations in this category should be
reduced and more promising categories should be preferred,;

- the "Accessory" category is concomitant. It is only necessary so that buyers
do not go through them to competitors. Therefore, they cannot be removed from the
assortment, it is necessary to add new products;

- For "dormant goods" there is the most active promotion, placement in a more
advantageous position, more addressed to the buyer, a discount program is offered,
which will increase the attractiveness of the store, as a result of which the owner will

have better results than his competitors.
